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As Geographers we will learn about the geography of those involved in WWII and find their location in the world and on the globe. We will locate where children were evacuated to and interpret the reasons why they were moved from specific areas to others. We will compare towns and cities to the countryside.
We will look at atlases and the globe to see the distance between each country involved in WWII and how the different sides moved during the war.


History 
As Historians we will be finding out what life was like during WWII and how people coped with dramatic changes, such as the Blitz and Evacuation. We will use a range of written sources and the internet to research why the war began, how the lives of people changed and how it was different to our lives now.
We will select information, record and interpret our findings.
We will discuss and interpret a range of reasons for the initiation of war. 
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As artists we will be studying pictures of Evacuees and persuasive posters. We will be using light and shade to draw pictures of evacuees. We will use pencil markings to shade features and create depth in our sketches. We will use colour and artists techniques to imitate WWII posters.












Design Technology 

As Design Technologists we will be exploring and making Anderson shelters, and looking at the way the people protected themselves in and around their homes. We will compete against each other to create the strongest shelter and interpret the reasons behind the winners. We will be making instructions on how to make Anderson shelters.
